The Lo o of the Extension Association of New Mexico features an 
Indian oven (horno) inside the Zia symbol. 

The adobe oven and flame symbolize the home and the nurturin  of 
family life. The earth beneath the oven is symbolic of the relationship 
between the family and the outside world. The sky symbolizes 
peace, hope and love. 

The Zia symbol has traditionally been a symbol of friendship amon  
the different cultures of New Mexico. As the only ornament on the 
State Fla , it is easily reco nizable as belon in  to New Mexico.

Extension Service of New Mexico State University has a relationship 
of mutual respect5 and support that is based on the understandin  
that the Extension Association of New Mexico and the Cooperative 
Extension Service will extend research based educational information 
to the people of New Mexico.
